If you choose to join, you will
complete surveys on the secure
VOICES website. The initial survey will
take about one hour, with shorter
follow-ups twice a year. These
surveys contribute to our study by
uncovering day-to-day experiences
affecting cancer risk. We may invite
you for additional data collection,
offering details on these
opportunities at a later date.
Participation is voluntary - saying no
doesn't exclude you from VOICES of
Black Women.
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By agreeing to this research,
you'll be asked about various
aspects of life, from childhood
to adulthood. All questions are
optional, but your input fuels
research to understand the
health of Black women better.
